With the completion of phase II & III 

all of our farmers in Hillsborough are 

now housed in the new apartments 

called WoodsEdge at Rosewald Farm!  

The six individual apartment buildings 

house up to 19 FNE farmers as well as 5 

mentors. This past October we had our 

official ribbon cutting ceremony to 

commemorate the last 2 apartment 

buildings as well as the six activity 

rooms located in the basements of the 

buildings.  Currently we have an exer-

       Community Outreach  

We continue our efforts to increase our 

presence in the community and to bring 

the community to us starting with the 

produce grown at Rosewald Farm as 

well as at Verdant Pastures in Epping.  

We participated in the Seniors Farmers 

Market Nutrition Program, a program 

that augments the senior food pantry 

program with fresh produce.  We deliv-

ered an average of 20 bundles with a 

minimum of 4 different varieties of veg-

gies 4 times this summer!  Continuing 

on the produce theme, we were at the 

Hillsborough Farmers Market every
